Course: Level 1 Anatomy & Physiology

Textbook: Anthony’s Textbook of Anatomy & Physiology 17th ed. (Thibodeau & Patton)
Description:
This is an accelerated lab course that encompasses a comprehensive investigation of human anatomy, physiology, and histology.  Independent study, critical thinking skills, research assignments, and oral presentations will be required for this honors level class.

Course Schedule:

This course has been divided into fourteen units.  Each unit will close with a test.  Every test will be composed of a variety of questions (objective, essay, labeling, and critical thinking) to evaluate your understanding of the material.

Unit Test #7 = Chapter 16 (Endocrine System)
MIDYEAR EXAM (covering introduction to A&P through the endocrine system)
Unit Test #8 = Chapter 17 (Blood)

Unit Test #9 = Chapters 18 & 19 (Cardiovascular System)
Unit Test #10 = Chapters 20 & 21 (Lymphatic and Immune System)

Unit Test #11 = Chapters 23 & 24 (Respiratory System)

Unit Test #12 = Chapters 25, 26, & 27 (Digestive System)

Unit Test #13 = Chapter 28 (Urinary System)

Unit Test #14 = Chapters 31 & 32 (Reproductive System)
FINAL EXAM (covering blood through reproductive system)

Unit Schedule:
Each unit will be covered in an organized manner.  At the beginning of a unit, an outline of objectives will be posted on the website.  The following format will be used:
· Pre-lecture reading & questions (for each unit)

· Lecture & notes (for each section within a unit)

· Lecture review questions (for each section within a unit)

· Critical thinking questions (at the end of the unit)

· Test

· Lab activities, research projects, and presentations will also be included
